SAVIORS IN THE NIGHT

On the nights of November 9 and 10, 1938, a ferocious attack by the Nazi Party on German 
and Austrian Jewish communities took place. Murder, rape, and the incarceration of 
more than 30,000 Jewish men occurred, as did the destruction of 191 synagogues and  

the deaths of 91 people. It was an inkling of more murderous times to come.
